The English language is quirky, we speak of driveways, but we park on them; we talk of parkways, but
we drive on them; and we call the time of day with the slowest traffic, rush hour. So it is with sales, no yards
are sold during yard sales and garages aren’t sold during garage sales. However, much is sold during MCC’s
yearly garage sale. And the proceeds help both the church and the community.
The sale’s impact begins by inspiring church members and friends to do house cleaning and donate
things no longer needed to the garage sale. These items comprise the sale’s stock of goods and the income




from their sale supports all church activities. People who might never venture into MCC are attracted by the
sale, giving them the opportunity to acquire bargains and learn about the church. Those working at the sale
have had discussions with shoppers concerning the church and its activities. Also, some customers make a
monetary donation beyond what they pay for their purchases. Others have commented something to the
effect that, “I don’t know if | should buy this, but know the money will go to a good cause.”

The recent MCC garage sale garnered about $2,100. This money helps sustain church operations
including its charitable activities. Much time and effort are required to hold this sale. Tables and clothes
racks are set up to display the donated goods. Material brought to the church is sorted, displayed and
priced, and it is shuffled around during the sale for the best display. When sold, payments are collected,
change given and the proceeds are secured. Then, after the sale, the display tables and racks are stored
away and all items not sold boxed and taken to the Thrift Store in Fulton. We owe great thanks to those who
volunteered and handled these many tasks. Their efforts are an important adjunct to the commitment all
members and friends of the church are asked to make by pledging monetary support during October’s
Commitment Sunday.
